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Preventive procedure for COVID 19 on warehouses

Health safety and prevention measures are aimed at reducing
the spread of COVID 19 in warehouses among employees. The
global spread of the epidemic and its transformation into a
pandemic has led to the need to develop guidelines for dealing

with the epidemic. The following is a review of these guidelines:

Buildings and facilities:

= Change the strategy of selecting and transporting
materials in warehouses so that robots and self-
driving equipment are used instead of staff in those
operations.

= Monitoring the quality of the indoor air by conducting
laboratory tests to ensure that there are no
percentages of pollutants, cleaning and maintaining
the appliances and ducts periodically

= (Cleaning and disinfection of its storage and facilities
daily.

=  Provide hand sanitizers on public places

= |nstallation of thermal cameras at the storage to check
employees, visitors

»  Provide signboards and posters in the warehouse to
raise awareness about safety regulations and distance
spacing

= All emergency evacuation routes and assembly points
remain the same, and social spacing will be
implemented in the event of evacuation

=  Frequent cleaning of all public areas that are touched
by employees such as — material container, washing
room, receiving area.

Employees
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Monthly check up for COVID-19 for positive cases
Providing vaccination programs for employees to
protect you from infection

Provide protective tools such as face masks and gloves
to wear at all times during office hours

Wash hands with soap and water for at least 20
seconds

Commitment to stay at home and see the doctor. when
feeling any symptoms of virus infection (fever, cough,
shortness of breath, body pain, headache)

inform of involved with any confirmed cases of COVID
19 patient and submission of relevant medical

documents

client and visitors

Wear muzzles.

Measure temperature by measuring the gauges
available at the entrances.

Providing distance in reception areas, sitting, meetings
and other gathering places

Provide copy of the safety guidelines on the facility
website and signboard available inside buildings and

facilities

Rest rooms

Food safety guidelines are followed to combat risks
related to the spread of COVID-19 with attention to
personal hygiene practices.

Equipment, place and staff are supervised and audited
to ensure strict standards and quality control at all
times.

Tables and chairs are cleared at rest places

All waste is disposed of properly

During coffee and lunch breaks, staff must maintain a

safe distance (2 m)
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= Service personnel who are committed to full

prevention equipment to serve staff

Awareness

All stakeholders, including employees, reviewers and investors,
are made aware of safety guidelines, which include wearing
masks and gloves, maintaining safety at work, washing hands

and using disinfectants regularly.
